Any Federal Executive Branch 
employee can participate, 
including Department of 
Defense and uniformed 
service members. If you 
would like to compete as an 
individual and/or as a team 
with two to four friends, 
colleagues, or coworkers from 
the same agency, simply sign 
up at https://cyber.dhs.gov/
presidentscup.
